Student report on the Activities of German IPPNW-Students in 2007/08

	

	The German IPPNW-students affiliate contains ca. 1000 members and has chapters is 30 cities.  Besides developing the projects in the different chapters and the international projects we are participating in we are aiming at connecting them even better now, by constructing an homepage for each chapter on the German IPPNW-website http://www.ippnw.de/Studierende/Studierendengruppen.
Following is a report on the current activities of the chapters.
Ulm – Access to essential medicines, movie, signatures and lecture

The activities of IPPNW-students in Ulm were focused on the Access to essential medicines in the southern hemisphere. They started with the Kaletra-Campaign from SCORP at the beginning of the year and collected signatures for the campaign. They also showed the movie “The Constant Gardener” and organized a lecture by Tobias Luppe from Medicans sans Frontieres, who spoke about the  "Campaign for access to essential medicines" of MSF. 

Düsseldorf – Creating Medinetz Düsseldorf

The IPPNW-students in Düsseldorf are organising an event at the University Düsseldorf in January 2008 which will be named “No one is illegal – medical supply for refugees” and will last one week. They will have an exhibition of posters and pictures in the medical faculty. Furthermore there will be two panel discussions. One will focus on the situation of illegal people in Germany and their medical care. The second aims at creating a Medinetz Düsseldorf, which will help supply the people without legal documents in the region with essential medical help. On February 9th there will be a first big meeting and brainstorming for Medinetz Düsseldorf.
Münster – Big Pharma and refugees

During the summer of 2007 the students in Münster focused on the topic „Big Pharma“. They held short lectures for each other on their weekly meetings and organized a lecture on the topic by an expert from BUKO-Pharmakampagne.
In winter 2007 they organised a workshop about the situation of refugees in Germany in cooperation with the „Globalisation and Health Initiative“ of bvmd.
Jena – Critical view on blossoming landscapes
Jena IPPNW-student group arranged a critical complementary programme fort the Federal Garden Fair (Bundesgartenschau). The fair took place in a former uranium mining region, motivating six public lectures on uranium and it’s health consequences up to the nuclear bomb. Other activities were a Target X and our participation in the World Peace Day.

Organizing a public screening of the movie “Turtles Can Fly” inspired a written appeal to the federal government for a diplomatic solution of the Iran conflict.

For January 2008 Bill Williams, Australian coordinator of ICAN, is invited to give a lecture on nuclear weapons, health effects of uranium processing and IPPNW’s ICAN campaign.

Mainz – Medinetz

This year was a great success for Medinetz Mainz. The non-profit association Medinetz Mainz cooperates with up to 40 physicians und could supply about 40 persons out of 20 different countries with medical assistance.

Besides this, they organised lectures, cinema evenings, exhibitions and information boards on the situation of refugees, promoting their Medinetz in public. For more information visit their website on: www.medinetzmainz.de
Dresden – Ethics in medicine

The IPPNW-students in Dresden organised a lecture about the situation of disabled people in our society today and about abortion.

Furthermore they established Medinetz Dresden. They now have consultation hours once a week and manage about one patient per month.

In January 2008 they are organizing an evening about art and culture and want to draw new members through this and come in contact with new people, which may be interested in IPPNW’s issues. 

Marburg – Medical assistance for refugees

During the year 2007 the focus of the IPPNW-students in Marburg was on their Medinetz. Since June last year they are an incorporated society and give consultation hours once a week. Beside the work on Medinetz there is a lot of action on spreading information on IPPNW-issues. 
In October IPPNW-students from Marburg and from Gießen organised an event together, where they worked on ideas for Medinetz and for other activities of their groups.

Magdeburg – Lecture in the dark and nuclear phaseout

On a stormy evening in spring 2007, a lecture of Horst-Eberhard Richter was overshadowed by a blackout. Despite of that, an auditorium of around 30 listened the lecturer’s speech. 

The remaining part of the year, the IPPNW-students in Magdeburg focused on medical assistance for refugees and the „Nuclear Phaseout – Do It Yourself“ campaign.
The current project is to organise a pool of student translators for the clinics in Magdeburg, so that patients of foreign origin language assistance if needed.

Freiburg – The German Students Meeting 2007 and Atomic waffles
The IPPNW-students in Freiburg organised the German Student Meeting of 2007! With about 70 participants it turned out to be a lively, interesting and inspiring weekend with a lot of discussion, workshops and activities.
Furthermore they organised an action in selling Atomic waffles and promoted the abolition of nuclear weapons in Freiburg City and organised a lecture about nuclear energy and climate change.
Hannover – Main focus on Pharmapolitics

The medical supply of people without papers was one big focus of activities in Hannover in 2007. IPPNW-Students held consultation hours for these patients. A second big topic of the year 2007 in Hannover was “Pharmapolitics”. 

Tübingen – Movies, refugees and work with youths

The IPPNW-students in Tübingen continued their serial of showing movies about human rights. Amongst others they showed “Osama” about a girl from Afghanistan and “Water” about India.

They organised a workshop on nuclear weapons with Jonas Özbay from Leipzig as speaker. Furthermore they continued their work with youths from Stuttgart. This time it was about illegal immigration.

Besides this they work together with asylum center in Tübingen and are organising an information evening on traumatised refugess with a physician from refugio, an organisation which has a lot of experience in this field.

Hamburg - NWIP, critical movies and seminar on international medicine  

In the past year the IPPNW-students in Hamburg held a NWIP-Workshop, showed a number of critical movies such as the  „The Constant Gardener“ and “Dying for Drugs” and organised information boards and discussions on the meeting of the G8 in Germany in 2007.  Furthermore they wrote a letter to the major in which they invited him to stand up for "Mayors for Peace".

There are planes for continuing the showing of critical movies and of establishing a seminar on international medicine as part of the curriculum at university Hamburg, medical faculty.
Mannheim & Heidelberg - Medinetz

The Medinetz in HD&MA is now an incorporated society. The work of the IPPNW-students in HD&MA is all about spreading the information, organising the weekly consultation hours and lectures etc. on the topic.
In January 2008 the movie “Promises” will be shown with a guest,w ho will hold a lecture about the conflict in Israel and Palestine.

Rostock – Summit of G8 and professional ethics
The first half of 2007 was dominated by the preparations for the summit of G8 in Rostock.

In winter 2007 the students organised their third serial of events on “Becoming a physician while staying human”. They had five program points on different aspects of their topic of interest. They managed to establish their serial of lectures as part of the curriculum, which brought more attention from the medical students to their issues.
Berlin – Globalization and Health II

After a first set of events on Globalization and Health in the past year, now the second set has started in Berlin. The IPPNW-students organized a lecture on "Treatment to go? – Our hospital a business company" by Dr. Arne Manzeschke in Berlin. For the year 2008 the students in Berlin have already started to organise the next German Students Meeting 2008, which will take place in Berlin. For more information: www.ippnw-berlin.de
Leipzig – Access to essential medicines, refugees and media training

In summer 2007 the IPPNW-students in Leipzig organised a set of lectures and events concerning the topic Big Pharma and Access to essential medicines. In autumn they showed the movie “Esmas Geheimnis” about Bosnia, that had won the Friedensfilmpreis in 2006 in an extraordinary cinema, where the spectators lay on matrices and the movie was shown on the ceiling – a “Liegekino”. In January a media training will take place in form of a workshop held by the media expert of IPPNW, Germany, Sven Hessmann. Furthermore Jonas Özbay and Christina Mußler will talk about the “pharma - issues” in a workshop in January as well. For summer 2008 they are planning a set of lectures about migration and health in Leipzig.
