Traveling report of IPPNW medical students to Iran
After the participation of Leila Moein a 5th year medical student of Shahed university and Dr. Khateri the representative of SCWVS in 17th international congress of IPPNW in Helsinki Finland (September 2006) and also the visit of a delegation for members of IPPNW to Iran in Jan 2007, some student member of IPPNW decided to come to Iran in order to share information about IPPNW activities with the Iranian members and to discuss the formation of IPPNW affiliate in Iran. Wenjing and Karin, two Swedish medical students, arrived at Tehran sooner than the others on the 3rd of April and immediately traveled to Andimeshk, staying in a home of Dr. Soheil Saki (a new member of CSWVS). Tow days later, after visiting several war zones, the war museum and other interesting areas in Andimeshk, Shoosh and Dezfool, they came back to Tehran on Thursday. During this time, Jakob from Germany and Camilla from Sweden arrived in Tehran.
A formal meeting is started on the 5th of April in the congress room of Shahed medical university. Dr. Khateri, the manager of SCWVS, Leila as the Iranian representative of PSR and IPPNW, some new members of SCWVS from Shahed medical university and the four foreign students participated in this meeting. After a brief introduction of participants, Dr. Khateri presented an article about the effect of chemical weapons on human health and the environment: then the described the condition of Iranian chemical weapons victims and answered some questions. After that the foreign students talked about their organization briefly. The meetings went on with exchanging opinions about the hazards of nuclear and chemical weapons for mankind. In addition to that, the necessity of introducing the real face of Iran to the world and comforting the negative propaganda of foreign media against Iran, were considered.
Leila suggested, because of the similarity between health complications from chemical weapons and nuclear weapons, prohibition of chemical weapons use should be included in the topics to be discussed in the 2008 congress in Delhi, all members agreed.
At the ended tow clips about the faculties of the Basic Science and Clinical divisions of Shahed medical university were shown.

On Friday according to the agreement between the two groups (of Iranian and foreign students), it was planed to hold the workshops at the Tochal mountain in order to encourage friendly relationships in addition to exercise and fun!
The first workshop started with foreign students’ explanation about nuclear weapons countries, the NPT, assessment of the existing problems of international laws on disarmament of nuclear weapons countries who have signed this treaty. After eating lunch witch was provided by SCWVS- the foreigners began the next workshop by asking “what can we do to bring equality to the world?” and after a long discussion, the conclusion was this: if government rich a correct understanding of humankind laws, bringing equality to the world may come true! 

On Saturday, after visiting peace museum in SCWVS office, the tow groups other than some Canadian department, Canadian students. Listened to professor Edalat’s lecture - the imperial professor of London college- about unlawful political forces against Iran and refusing of NPT laws by other countries.

This session continued by the question of student and fantastic answers of professor Edalat. After the termination, the tow groups performed their last workshop on dialogue techniques and it resulted in the following conclusions:

1- To hold on workshops about IPPNW and SCWVS and evaluation of the medical effect of chemical and nuclear weapons. 

2- To hold workshops in medical students congresses
3- To perform meetings and workshops in the next congress of IPPNW in Delhi.

4- To have a especial website for medical students about SCWVS and the effect of nuclear and chemical on health and environment.

5- To set on exhibition about these issues in different universities of Tehran.

6- To writ ea paper about the adverse effect of chemical and nuclear weapons, besides introducing these tow organization (IPPNW and SCWVS) 
7- To perform target x program along with giving free cup of tea and giving lecture about chemical weapons and nuclear weapons.

After a review and adding up the results and activities being done during these 3days, the foreign group offered flowers and some gifts to appreciate Dr. Khateri, Leila and other medical student members of SCWVS. Move over, they said: “during this short visit, we found Iran more different than what we had seen on European TV and we are surprised by Iranian hospitality.” 

By the way, during these days, the foreign students visited some interesting place in Tehran such as the Big Bazaar, Emamzade Saleh, Tajrish Bazaar, Darake Mountain and the City Park along with a group of Iranian students.

On Saturday night, at dinner time, Iranian group were invited by the foreign group and the meeting ended by offering some gift Iranian students to them.

As the students suggested, that memorial night was named” the peace night”. Hop to have peace and security globally.
