  ”Great Improvement” in IPPNW North Asian student activity
“Great Improvement” in IPPNW North Asian student activity
 IPPNW North Asian region has been held NA congress from1997 in Nagasaki. Every 2 years NA congress has been held and this is the 6th NA congress, held in Mongolia. However, when it comes to students, there had been no “student meeting” until 2 years ago, Hiroshima congress. Of course there were some students who joined NA congress; in 1999 Beijing Congress, more than 50 Chinese students( not medical students) joined the congress and had a discussion with Japanese students after the congress, but keeping continuous activity together is difficult; there are few people who continue their activity still now. 
 To improve NA students continuous activity, I planned “the first NA student meeting” 2 years ago in Hiroshima congress. At that time, we had our meeting just before the doctors’ conference( same day, our meeting was held in the morning, doctors’ one started afternoon). We had only 3 hours, but over 50 Japanese students(from different area of Japan) joined and make friends with each other. However talking about activity, we couldn’t make any activity in detail. I think it was successful for the first NA student meeting because through that meeting, Hiroshima and Nagasaki students expand their IPPNW network to many other areas in Japan, and some students got really interested in IPPNW work and Nuclear issues. 
 2007, this year, the 6th North Asian IPPNW congress was held in Mongolia. June is the best season of Mongolia, but unfortunately most students in North Asian region have classes at this period; not so many students can join the congress, but students only interested in the activity joined the conference and actually our meeting was close and successful one. 7 Japanese, 5 Mongolian, 1 DPRK joined the conference. For financial reason and doctors’ political reason, Chinese students couldn’t join our meeting. 
Most participants at the last student conference in Hiroshima were Japanese( more than 90%), but this time I can say it’s “The first international NA student meeting”. In addition, 4 NWIP students(3 from Sweden, 1 from France) joined our meeting, exchanged ideas, and think of our activity together. Except for 2 or 3 students, all participants were first time to join IPPPNW meeting; NWIP students really helped our meeting through their workshop and wonderful presentation; so many participants were moved by the presentation of Wenjing and got interested in IPPNW activity. 
There are so many things in the meeting I’d like to tell but I summarize 2 improvement of our meeting.

1. Independent student meeting held whole day

  Our meeting was held previous day of doctors’ meeting as world congress. Last time we couldn’t have such a long student meeting because of lack of contents, but this time we have so many things to introduce, discuss and act together. Keeping this activity is important.
2. Decision of continuous, realistic activity

 Through hot and productive discussion, we made some ideas of our activity like below.
· Making IPPNW T-shirt in each countries and have T-shirt design competition at the world congress ( it sounds joke but I think..it’ll be interesting if many countries do)

· Making Japanese and Mongolian own IPPNW website   ※1

· Joining IPPNW mailing list, NWIP mailing list ( to communicate with other students)

· Meeting tour   ※2

· Friend to friend principal( it’s basic thing but talking and suggesting friends to join our activity is first step to expand our activity)

· Exhibition tour　※3

· IPPNW Championship in world congress( it’s just an idea but how about playing soccer or basketball together with the team of districts, Europe, Latin America, Africa, North America, North Asia, South Asia….?)
The ideas with ※ is the ones we talked in detail and decided to do

※2  MEETING TOUR

  Our activity just started, most important thing is “keep in touch and think of our activity together”. We decided to have meeting tour every year, visit all North Asian countries and have meeting to talk about our activity. It starts from “just meet and discuss”, but I’m sure this “meeting tour” will be “having activity tour” soon. Now we decided to have the first step of our continuous and expanding activity. And I’d like to enlarge the “TOUR AREA” because there is no border for students !
※3　EXHIBITION TOUR

  One concrete idea of our activity is EXHIBITION TOUR. In Hiroshima and Nagasaki, Atomic Bomb exhibition is held every year and we have so many materials for exhibition. We IPPNW students have knowledge about nuclear weapon and the effect, dangerousness of nuclear weapon. We can add our own materials of exhibition to explain the nuclear weapon’s power and effect. Then with the network in North Asia, or other area in the world, we can arrange “EXHIBITION TOUR” of nuclear weapon and nuclear issues. The contents are different from each countries ( it’s arranged by the students in their own countries). I hope we can do this activity in the near future.
Talking about our meeting and improvement, it comes to long report. North Asian student activity just started. We continue our activity, expand and deepen our network!
