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I.  AMERICAS 

 Canada 

There are approximately 100 medical students throughout Canada that are involved or loosely affiliated with the activities and issues of IPPNW’s Canadian affiliate, Physicians for Global Survival (PGS).   Students tend to organize within their university chapters, rather than act as one body of Canadian medical students.  Following are some of the activities undertaken by the various chapters:

* McGill University, Montreal, Quebec

The medical student group called Medical Students for Social Responsibility (MSSR) does most of its work independently.  In the past year, MSSR has:

- Brought in Geraldine Standup and Dr. Ann Macaulay to speak on Shamanism  and Native American health in the First Nation community of Kahnawake;

- Co-sponsored, with Osler Medical Aid Foundation and SAMA, a conference on International Health at McGill;

-  Invited PGS doctor Michael Dworkind to show a video on Chernobyl;

-  Hosted a speaker on Elder Abuse - Francine Cytrynbaum, MSW – who works at a community health center in Montreal;

-  Had a number of get-togethers for discussions and video presentations;

-  Several members collaborated on a curriculum proposal to include teaching on

Alternative Medicine.  The proposal was presented to the Dean, subsequently presented to the Curriculum committee and topics now have been included in Unit 4, ICM-B, ITP and ITP-M.

* McMaster University, Hamilton, Ontario

There is a very active international student health group in Hamilton (Student

International Health Initiative or SIHI) and a couple of students who have expressed

a strong interest in PGS.  They are attempting to get funds together to attend the PSR

conference in Seattle, Washington (9-11 April 1999).

* Memorial University of Newfoundland, St. John's, Newfoundland

A medical student, Jason Brophy (jbrophy@morgan.ucs.mun.ca), and a couple of residents, Jill L. Rice (w77jlr@morgan.ucs.mun.ca) and John Barnhill, have been active in the past.

* PGS  National

Michele Leslie, Dr. Joanna Santa Barbara and Dr. Neil Arya spoke to students at the

Ontario Medical Student Weekend.

* Queen’s University, Kingston, Ontario

There has been some student involvement in the past, however we are unaware of their present activities.

* University of British Columbia, Vancouver, British Columbia

Sarah Kelly (sarahkel@interchange.ubc.ca) is a student at UBC and has been involved by

attending physician chapter meetings.  She is attempting to start a student chapter and

will be speaking along with a couple of young physician PGS members to first year students soon.  A number of students from Vancouver will be attending the PSR conference in Seattle.

* University of Calgary, Calgary, Alberta

Anish Acharya (aacharya@med.ucalgary.ca) has been active in National PGS activities in the past.

* University of Ottawa

A first year resident Madeleine Cole (mcole@med.ucalgary.ca) has been active.

* University of Toronto, Toronto, Ontario

There has been some student involvement in the past, however we are unaware of their present activities.

* University of Western Ontario, London, Ontario

Ashifa Jiwa (ajiwa3@julian.uwo.ca) has invited Michele Leslie to speak to students at

Western University during the last week of March.

Mexico

Dr. Jans Fromow Guerra, whose involvement with IPPNW began in 1991 during the Mexico Congress, is no longer a medical student.  He has just completed his residency in Ophthalmology, and is now working on a Ph.D.  However, he is still in touch with issues relating to IPPNW’s medical students, and is subscribed to the student email list server.  Jans used to be the regional MSR, as well as medical student representative to IPPNW’s  Board of Directors along with Kurt Hanevik (Norway) and Lolit Suplido (Philippines).  According to him, there is a new group of students linked to IPPNW’s Mexican affiliate, who are working on projects such as children and urban violence, and refugees in the Chiapas district.  Moreover, one of the Mexican students was planning on attending the Melbourne Congress, but she finally did not make it  there, because she could not get a visa.  Jans is not sure whether or not these students are subscribed to the email list server, but he has promised to encourage them to do so.  It would be good if we could establish contact with these students and find out more about their activities.  

United States

Medical students in the US are linked to IPPNW’s US affiliate, Physicians for Social Responsibility (PSR).  Similar to the Canadian students, they are divided into various  university chapters.  Following is a list of the activities undertaken by the different chapters:

* Albert Einstein College of Medicine, The Bronx, NY

- Initiated in 1995 the Einstein Youth Violence Program (EYVP), a program consisting of two parts: (i) an afterschool program in which medical students engage public school children in activities that foster teamwork, creativity, and peaceful ways of resolving conflict, and (ii) a mentorship program for fifth graders who have participated in the afterschool program. The EYVP is a collaboration between the medical school community and a local elementary school, PS 41, located in the Gunhill section of the Bronx.  The afterschool program involves a group of about forty fourth-grade primary school children, divided into eight groups of five children.  Each group of five children is then matched with two-to-three medical students who supervise the group.  They run sessions involving role-plays in situations of conflicts and different scenarios in which they can be peacefully resolved.  The responsibility is shifted to the children to suggest resolutions to these situations.  Another session such as "Career Development" allows the children to experience career options such as medicine, law and order, fire-fighting, education, etc.  Also, the "Gardening" session encourages planting to beautify our environment.  All in all, this afternoon program is a tremendous opportunity to have primary school children work with medical students to promote solid friendships and create role models for these children. When the children are in the fifth grade the next year, they can continue to be part of the EYVP with the mentorship program. The one-on-one relationships between child and Einstein student can really focus on reinforcing and teaching new skills through adventures tailored to the child's interests.  A preliminary study suggests that the EYVP program has a positive effect on the children's actions.  The Albert Einstein students hope to begin a formal evaluation of the program next year so that it may serve as a proven model for other students interested in preventing youth violence. They have a manual available for students interested in starting a similar

program tailored to the needs of their communities;

- Developed the REMEDY program; 

- Hosted a talk by Lanny Smith, who's been setting up clinics in El Salvador; 

- Held a grounds cleanup at Jacobi Hospital; 

- Edited the SPSR newsletter; 

- Participated in the Hunts Point Asthma project- working to educate parents and kids about asthma and cleanup the S. Bronx;

- Hosted a talk by Vic Sidel, MD; 

- Hosted a talk by Herb Schaumberg about the increasing problem of solvent abuse (glue sniffing) in developing countries and the contribution of US companies to this problem; 

- During election week, had a table in the medical school lobby with information on who was running and what their platforms were; 

- Working on the Health Care without Harm project at Jacobi and Weiler Hospitals; planning a regional conference this year for NYC area schools; 

- Working on getting a public space for a PSR "library"; 

- Trying to recruit new schools into PSR and helping out with the new chapters at NYU & Cornell.

* Emory University, Atlanta, Georgia

- Invited Bill Foege, former director of the Center for Disease Control (CDC), to speak about the future of

medicine and its related social issues; 

- Attended a speech given by Howard Frumkin, PSR Board Member and their faculty adviser, called "White Coat, Green World," on the effects of occupational and environmental hazards on human health; 

- Hosted Dick Jackson, director of the CDC's branch on environmental medicine to talk on pesticides and endocrine dysfunction; 

-  Promoted a letter writing campaign on the CTBT; 

- Work with the school administration to increase the frequency of the shuttle between the medical school campus and the downtown hospitals with the goal to reduce auto pollution created by medical staff as they travel between campuses; 

- Work with the campus parking office to make carpool passes available to students; 

- Working on signing a nation-wide petition against genetic engineering in food; 

- Will be working with American Medical Student Association (AMSA) to watch a four-part video series on occupational medicine.

* State University of New York, Buffalo, NY

- Projects: began the first stages of a REMEDY program to be co-sponsored with their local AMSA chapter with contacts in Jamaica, and medical students with experiences in Nicaragua and the Ivory Coast; 

- Planning a tour and discussion of Love Canal, Buffalo's most memorable toxic waste hazard; 

-  Contacting hospitals about medical waste management (Healthcare Without Harm).

* State University of New York, Stonybrook, NY

- Projects: working on REMEDY; organizing a needle exchange program; Healthcare Without Harm.

* SPSR Student Representatives

- Worked on organizing International Student Conference to be held 9-11 April 1999 in Seattle, Washington;

- Continued updating and maintenance of student chapter contacts and activities;

- Manage Student Project Grant Funds which enable student chapters to run projects.

- Amelia Randolph, a member of the PSR board, is one of the two new MSRs to IPPNW’s Board of Directors.

* University of California San Francisco (UCSF)

-Student activities: Health Care Without Harm; Violence, Medicine and Prevention Program; These Hands are not for Hurting, violence prevention program; Noon Speaker Series;

- Organize the transfer of medical books (and possibly supplies) to the less developed

world; 

- Formed the "Coalition to Promote Diversity" with 15 other campus organizations and

staged a rally to protest Proposition 209 and its contribution to the declining minority

enrollment in California schools.

* University of Illinois College of Medicine, Urbana-Champaign

- Projects: Healthcare Without Harm; Men's Emergency Shelter; Nature Center; University Homeless Projects; Hands are Not for Hurting Project with hospitals and schools; 

- Seminar series on Healthcare for the Homeless; Various Environment and Nuclear Issues; Healthcare Alternatives; Handgun Violence; 

- Sold U of I scrubs as a fundraiser for local low-income clinic; 

- Blood/Bone Marrow Typing/Clothing/Food Drives; 

- Holiday Family Gift Program; 

- Public Interest Fund of Illinois Membership drive.

II. ASIA-PACIFIC

Philippines

The medical student group in the Philippines is named Medical Students for Social Responsibility (MSSR), and it has been in existence for only three years. Previous to

this, there was an informal group of students led by Lolit Suplido, who worked closely with Medical Action Group (MAG), IPPNW’s  affiliate in the Philippines.  MSSR was formally organized at the end of the Children and War international conference held  in the Philippines in 1995.  Ernest B. Guevarra, the second president of MSSR, is the national MSR for the Philippines, as well as regional MSR for the Asia-Pacific region. 

Currently, there are about 40 medical student members, 20 of which

are active members.   MSSR has undertaken the following activities:

-  Published a book entitled "Children: A Cause for Peace" with contributions from their members and also participants to the 1995 Children and War conference in Manila. The book contains information regarding the situation of children in armed conflict in a

lot of different countries and articles regarding the experiences of participants in the different militarized communities in the Philippines.  Copies of the book were distributed to students during the Melbourne Congress.  Additional copies are available for those interested- please contact Ernest (ernerstg@impactnet.com), and he can send you a copy;

-  In line with this, they are also working on developing  a Children and War website,

in coordination with other student groups who are involved in this project. The site would serve as a resource for medical student groups interested in such projects.  They have been planning to finish this by early March;

- Also, they are trying to adopt an impoverished urban community near their university. They plan to create a health program for this community and train potential health workers;

- Finally, they are looking into the possibility of going to the southern region of the country (Mindanao) to respond to the current internal war happening there. They have learned from the news that a lot of women and children have been used as hostages by the Muslim extremists, and currently there are a lot of internal refugees there. Though there is a cease-fire in effect right now, the effects of the conflict will not just go away.

III. EUROPE

(1) Common IPPNW medical student activities in Europe:

- European student meeting, 4-8 May 1998. Arranged by the Norwegian 

students from Oslo, the meeting took place in a cottage in the very snowy mountains 

of  Norway.  Participants included representatives from Kosovo, Belgrade, Turkey, Poland, Romania, Denmark, Sweden, Norway (Oslo and Bergen), Iceland and Germany (Berlin, Erlangen, Dusseldorf and Hannover).  The main issues discussed were the conflict in Kosovo, the Kurdish conflict in Turkey, landmines, children and war, conflict prevention and abolition 2000;

- Students came up with the idea of doing an international survey of the public opinion on landmines and their governments’ attitude towards nuclear weapons. However, the project turned out to be extremely expensive, so for now coordination is “on the shelf.”  The German IPPNW affiliate, though, has done such a survey;

- They wrote a common letter to their members of the NPT-PrepCom in May 1998, 

urging them to support the Malaysian and South African effort to create a disarmament committee.  Moreover, they mailed a personal letter to their participant-countries urging them to think of the future generation of Europe.  Though very few responded, the Danish 

Foreign Minister sent them a very sincere letter stating that he also did not  wish  to see nuclear weapons in the future;

- The Dutch student group has been arranging, in coordination with the SCORP group of the International Federation of Medical Students’ Associations (IFMSA), the next European student meeting in May 1999, parallel to the Hague Appeal for Peace (HAP);

- Susanne Proesch (Norway) was elected new regional MSR for Europe.

(2) Individual country activities:

Austria

It was not a very productive year for the medical student group in Austria.  Their activities over the past year have included:

- They sent the common letter to their Foreign Minister, to which he did not respond;

- One medical student helped IPPNW’s Austrian affiliate open an exhibition on

landmines at the University Hospital in Vienna.

Denmark

The activities of the medical students in Denmark included:

- Fundraising in order to sponsor the participation of the Eastern European students in the annual meeting in Oslo. They succeeded in raising funds for students from Poland, Romania and the former Yugoslavia;

- Prepared a workshop and an update on Abolition 2000 in Oslo;

- Had a fruitful dialog with their Foreign Minister about Denmark’s opinion on nuclear weapons and protection.  They disagreed on whether Denmark always votes for or against UN-resolutions on nuclear weapons. Kamilla Gerhard Nielsen, former regional MSR for Europe, is currently researching on this issue;

- Translating materials on subcritical testing for the newspapers. 

Finland

There are about 50 medical student members of Physicians for Social Responsibility (PSR), IPPNW’s Finnish affiliate. PSR has a new coordinator, Patrick Sandstrom, a former medical student.  The main medical student activities have been the following:

- Organized two student seminars in 1998, in Helsinki and Turku, on the topic of the role of a doctor in a crisis situation in the developing world;

- Raising awareness among students on the problems of the third world;

- Invited a student and a journalist from Rwanda to speak about the situation of human rights in post-war Rwanda;

- Working on organizing an orphanage in St. Petersburg and a trip to the Kola peninsula in order to make some connections with the local universities, and try to do something to help them in their difficult situation as nuclear wastelands;

- Sent common letter to their Foreign Minister, but did not receive a response;

- Participated in the Melbourne Congress;

- Cooperating with Finnish chapter of IFMSA on developing mutual activities.

Germany

There are approximately 1000 medical students linked to IPPNW’s German affiliate, of which more than 100 are active.  Twice a year the German students hold a national student meeting for three or four days; this meeting includes workshops, lectures, planning actions and having fun.  They held the first one in November 1997 in Erlangen, the second one in May 1998 in Jena, and the third one in December 1998 in Berlin.  This year, they plan to gather at Ilmenau in April, and hold a student meeting together with the annual meeting of the doctors, as well as hold a meeting in November/December 1999 in Dusseldorf.  The two new national MSRs for 1999 are Hauke Hirsekorn (hauke.hirsekorn@ruhr-uni-bochum.de) and Jenny Roemer (i5roje@pluto.rz.uni-jena.de). 

Medical students in Germany are also divided into separate chapters, according to city-university.   Following is a list of the topics which students in the 16 city chapters have been working on:

- Ethics and ethical education in medical curricula;

- Abolition of nuclear weapons (Abolition 2000) and nuclear power plants 

(NPP);

- Alternative energies;

- The "famulieren und engagieren" project;

- Spreading the spirit of IPPNW among the other students;

- Boycott of Siemens, which is the most important company developing NPPs in Germany and Eastern Europe;

- Human Rights;

- Partnership with Belgrade’s IPPNW students (which has led to the reactivation of IPPNW’s ties to the former Yugoslavia);

- Mediation workshops.

Also, following is a more detailed list of some of the activities undertaken by one of Germany’s city chapters:

* Erlangen

- Collected signatures against the nuclear testings in India and Pakistan and sent them to the consulates;

- Collected handprints for a nuclear weapon free world;

- Klaus Melf took a transparency which was over 300m long, drove with it to Buechel (American army base with nuclear weapons) and took part in a camp there;

- Took part in demonstrations against Siemens and had a lot of fruitful discussions with

the people of Erlangen.  A third of the citizens of Erlangen work for Siemens, yet a lot of them did not know that Siemens built all the nuclear power plants in Germany;

- Held a press-conference about Siemens;

- Organized four ethics seminars and had one weekend dedicated to ethics.  Next term they plan to organize three of these weekends;

- Held national meeting in May;

- Planned to send 6-8 German students to the Melbourne Congress.

The Netherlands

The activities of the medical students linked to IPPNW’s Dutch affiliate (NVMP) are directly connected to the activities of the Standing Committee on Refugees and Peace (SCORP), which is part of IFMSA-the Netherlands.   In fact, members of SCORP are on the board of IPPNW’s Dutch affiliate, as well as the on the board of Physicians for Human Rights (PHR).  Elske Hoornenborg (Elske.Hoornenborg@student.uva.nl) is the IFMSA’s official liaison to IPPNW, and also a board member of IPPNW’s Dutch affiliate.  SCOPR has also established good working relations with other organizations, such as the ICRC, Medecins Sans Frontieres (MSF), and Amnesty International.  Consequently, the activities of IPPNW’s Dutch medical students fall along the same lines as those of SCORP.  Following is a list of some of the activities these medical students have been undertaking over the past few years: 

- Organized a weekend with lectures on refugees and torture, humanitarian aid and the role of the army, uninsured asylum-seekers, etc. in 1996;

- Organize lectures and seminars on subjects such as human rights in medical curricula;

- Are working on designing a home page;

- Organized a weekend on conflict prevention in 1998 in order to involve students in the issues of HAP.  They invited lecturers from the ICRC, MSF and PHR;

- Are working on organizing a workshop in Zimbabwe;  

- Visited a refugee center for the first time, and students were enthusiastic. They wish to bring the refugee problem closer to people, since newspapers do not;

- Creating and producing SCORP promotional materials in order to make students familiar with what they do and why, what they can offer them and how they can get actively involved in SCORP;

- The main activity of SCORP has been organizing the training workshop on conflict prevention, human rights and health to be held in May 1999 in the Hague, preceding and during the Hague Appeal for Peace (11-16 May 1999).  The Dutch SCORP/IPPNW group together with an international team of SCORP members and IPPNW students is preparing this meeting titled "Health Through Peace.”  It is supposed to build on two previous training workshops on health and human rights, organized primarily by IFMSA, as well as IPPNW, in Uganda and Zimbabwe.  They will expand on the already existing network ranging from Africa to Europe.  Preparations are already made for a training workshop in Asia, the Philippines (in 1999), and the Americas. The training in the Netherlands is also supposed to be the annual IPPNW European students’ meeting as well.  Apart from

lectures and workshops on disarmament, human rights, inequality in health

care, etc., they will organize a leadership training workshop in which they will train the

participants in lobbying, fundraising, organizing a workshop and team-building, all of which are necessary skills in order to continue the activities of IFMSA and IPPNW. 

Norway

Following is a list of the activities undertaken by the Norwegian medical students at one of the city-university chapters:

* Bergen

- Following the US subcritical tests, students collected signatures at the university and sent a well-reasoned appeal to President Clinton, calling on him to put a stop to the testing.  They gathered a total of  348 signatures on 15 fax-sheets;

- In connection to the US film "The Peacemaker," they handed out a translated brochure of the Lawyers Against Nuclear Weapons. They handed out 600 of them to people exiting the cinema.  The brochure uses the film as a starting point and discusses the nuclear weapons situation in the world today and what would happen if they where used.  The thought behind these actions is to make people more aware, so that they might have a stronger opinion on these matters after having experienced the students’ enthusiasm and arguments.

Romania

Medical students in Romania engaged in the following activities over the past year:

- They sent the common letter to the Romanian Minister of Foreign Affairs in May 1998;

- They were involved in all of the Romanian activities against India’s nuclear tests.

Sweden

The medical students affiliated with IPPNW’s Swedish affiliate (SLMK) are also divided along the lines of city-university.  Following is a list of the various activities undertaken by the different chapters:

* Lund

-  In early February 1999, students talked to new medical students at Lund University about IPPNW;

-  On February 10, they arranged a lecture with Sir Joseph Rotbalt (Nobel Peace Prize laureate for 1995, co-founder of Pugwash) at Lund University. The lecture was open to the public. About 400-450 people (mainly students) attended the lecture. Sir J. Rotblat spoke on nuclear weapons issues and the scientists’ responsibility for their inventions (he participated in the Manhattan project during World War II). There was also a TV-interview with Sir J. Rotblat;

- Anna Sjogren (anna.sjogren@mf.lu.se), national MSR, as well as one of the two new MSRs to IPPNW’s Board of Directors, wrote articles on  IPPNW’s Melbourne Congress for SLMK’s newsletter and the medical student magazine in Lund.

* Uppsala 

- A student is working on the Hague Appeal for Peace.

*Umea 

- Students are working with Archangelsk, Russia, across the border in the north.

*  National level

Upon returning from the Melbourne Congress, SLMK held a board meeting in

Stockholm in January.   The student issues discussed were the Rotblat lecture, and sending a student to New Delhi and Islamabad, along with IPPNW’s delegation to these capitals, as part of "Dialogue Seminars at Nuclear States Capitals.”

United Kingdom 

The active international student network linked to IPPNW’s affiliate in the UK (MEDACT) is MedSIN UK.  Their national coordinators can be reached at MedSIN@sheffield.ac.uk.  The national MSR is Margaret Reeves (marg_74@hotmail.com).  

MEDACT is shortly to host a national meeting to bring together students and professors to discuss how to get global health issues into the medical curriculum. There will also be an open evening in MEDACT for any student or young doctor interested in going and finding out more.  Dates for both these events are to be announced. 

Yugoslavia

The medical student group in Yugoslavia linked to IPPNW is an integral part of the Medical Students’ Union (SUMC), founded during the student protests of 1996/1997.  Ana Velimirovic (bee@eunet.yu) is national MSR for Serbia.  There are approximately 15 active medical students in this group.  Following is a report on SUMC’s activities:

- SUMC was founded at the time of the students’ protest in Belgrade, Yugoslavia 1996/97, with the primary purpose of providing first aid to demonstrators, both students and citizens.  As it turned out, the possibilities of such an organization were immense, and so the end of the protest did not prove to be their end too.  Nowadays, SUMC with over 150 members (students from first to last academic year) is registered by the Federal Ministry of Justice and has begun its work as a bio-medical students’ humanitarian volunteer organization.  It is a specialized, non-profit association of students gathered in order to develop ideas of humanism.

- Through its activities, SUMC makes contact with other students, physicians, people of other professions, national and foreign organizations (Red Cross of Yugoslavia, Urgent Center of Yugoslavia, Fund for Open Society, International Red Cross, IPPNW, etc.) in accordance with its goals and tasks.  The goals of SUMC are:

· Respect, protection and improvement of human rights;

· Improving the rights and standard of students;

· Improving and monitoring the students’ and citizens’ health;

· Harmonization of national constitutional, legal and sub-legal regulations and international and European standards in the field of medical knowledge and skills;

· Autonomy of University;

· Education and training students and citizens in basic medical skills;

· Improving professional knowledge and skills of bio-medical students;

· Collection and distribution of humanitarian help;

· Maintaining and fostering cooperation with national and foreign societies, organizations and associations dealing with similar aims;

· Realization of others goals of interest for SUMC;

SUMC realizes its goals by:

· Organizing charge-free services for students’ and citizens’ health protection;

· Organizing regular and periodical counseling services, tribunes, lectures, seminars and other activities for students and citizens;

· Making publications editing and other information ways in order to introduce, in the best possible way, medical prevention, protection measures, the latest achievements in the field  of medicine, rights, standards and activities of SUMC members;

· Making projects and conducting research;

· Other forms of organization, work and activities for realization of SUMC goals;

At this moment, SUMC is working effectively on realizing the following projects:

-    Care for Old People under the patronage of the Fund for Open Society;

-    Special project for care of asthmatic children and council for their parents;

-    Project for health protection during public gatherings and manifestations (sport matches, concerts, meetings, etc.); 

-   Collection and distribution of humanitarian aid, that they established in order to assure that the above mentioned help, in form of medicines, medical material and the like, will reach the people in need;

-   Open competition for students’ scholarships based on the developed contacts with those who are willing to give them;

-   Project for education and training in the basic first aid knowledge and skills and education and training of medical students in some traditional medical skills (shiatsu massage, acupuncture, etc.);

-   Public lectures on scientific and other topics;

-   Organization of IPPNW students’ group for Serbia;

They are also cooperating with the Urgency Center in Belgrade and all experts willing to help them in their effort to make up and improve their practical knowledge. The range of their activities exceeds the above mentioned.  Parallel to the development of the existing plans, they are also working on establishing new projects.  

The new projects include:

-    The first Yugoslav computer center with data bases of all available medical information all over the world;

-    Volunteer management in hospital;

-    Non-medical treatment of hypertension;

-    Incentive creativity in children when treated at a hospital (idea originated as a result of the great co-operation between ASIH and SUMC);
