Things to be added:

· CASE SIMULATION:

It was suggested by Lars that it would be good if the students would be given cases regarding issues and topics discussed in the pre-congress and they would have to role-play and depict the situation. Here, the students will be able to practice skills in lobbying and communication needed in our advocacies and at the same time familiarize themselves with the topics and issues (about 4 cases). 

· Group Dynamics, recap, documentation teams

The participants will be asked to participate not just in the pre-congress itself but also help out in the flow of the program giving them small tasks and duties. 

· Practical guides and tips for the students with regards to the Congress itself

We will try to find time to have orientation sessions for the students with regards to the flow of the congress and how the topics are going to be discussed and what to expect.

· Pre-reading materials

Materials will be prepared for the students and will be given before the congress. This kit will include an introduction to IPPNW, to the student group and to the congress itself. This will also explain how the pre-congress will be done and would include important reminders that students have to do or prepare for during the pre-congress.

· Poster Exhibits of the student groups’ activities for the past 2 years since the last congress

· Street Action

Suggestion came from Lars that we hold a street action initiated by students on the last day of the student pre-congress and the start of the congress itself. This would be similar to a street action done by IPPNW students and doctors in Hamburg wherein the students clad in their white coats carried crosses in a town square to rally the cause for peace. This would serve to promote the start of the congress itself and hopefully get media mileage for the congress. I hope that Lars could elaborate more on this and correct me if I had a wrong concept of the street action.
