RESOLUTIONS ON MEDICAL STUDENTS

IPPNW Board of Directors Meeting

1-3 October, 1999

Boston, Massachussets

1.   Create packet for new medical student representatives to the board, in order to introduce them to IPPNW, its issues and campaigns, and prepare them for the work that lies ahead of them.  This packet shall contain a copy of the constitution, summaries of IPPNW's campaigns and projects, as well as contact information on all of IPPNW's affiliates and key medical students (provided by the Central Office). Previous medical student representatives and/or other IPPNW members should complement this packet with personal advice and guidance.

2.     Establish a Board of Trustees (tentative title) for medical students, responsible for:

a. Building and strengthening the medical student movement

b. Advising, guiding and supporting medical students

c. Supporting medical student projects such as MedEx by (i) raising funds and (ii) identifying clinical rotations and IPPNW-related projects in their countries

        Initial members of this board include: Mary-Wynne Ashford (Canada, IPPNW Co-President), Lachlan Forrow (US), Abraham Behar (France), Seraphine Kaminsa-Kabanje (Zambia), Anna Sjogren (Sweden), a representative of IPPNW-Germany, and Vic Sidel (US, former IPPNW Co-President), who will act as chair of this board. 

3. Include medical student programs in the overall IPPNW annual budget.

4.  Include medical students in IPPNW campaigns (landmines, nuclear weapons, biological weapons, small arms, etc.) and project proposals.

5.     Require/expect affiliates to build the medical student groups in their countries, and contact the IFMSA chapters in their countries.

 6.     Require/expect affiliates to promote and advertise MedEx in their countries.

 7.   Expect each affiliate to support at least ONE medical student to attend the 14th World Congress in Paris (29 June- 2 July 2000).  The selection of the medical students who will be supported to attend the Paris Congress shall be done in close communication and collaboration with the Central Office Medical Student Liaison.
